CALL TIMES: We have scattered the call times (the time your child needs to arrive on the day
of the show) in an effort to make the process of checking in your child more efficient. This will
also allow for the younger kids to be backstage for less time prior curtain. If you have more
than one child, you may check them in together. Remember, seating is assigned so arriving
earlier will not get you a better seat!

CHECK IN: Please send 1 parent to check in performers in the lobby. The lobby will be clearly
marked by class and number. The performers will be escorted to the dressing rooms and
parents will then enter the theatre. There will be no parents allowed past the check in point.

WHAT TO BRING: The clothes (costumes) on your back and any additional costumes. Please
do not bring any valuables or personal belongings. Please send your child with 1 disposable
water bottle. Peanut free snacks will be provided by F&C. Activities will be provided for
younger children. F&C is not responsible for any lost belongings.

DISMISSAL: All students will be released from the stage by class from youngest to oldest.
We ask that one parent be there to pick up the child.

PHOTOGRAPHY AND VIDEO: THERE IS ABSOLUTELY NO PHOTOGRAPHY OR FILMING
ALLOWED DURING THE SHOW. Parents seen with cameras will be asked to leave the
theatre by Ridge PAC’s ushers. Professional DVDs and show photos are available for purchase.

PERFORMACE TIME: The performance runs under 2 hours.

YOUNG CHILDREN: Please be considerate and remove small children if they become
distracting. While we are supportive of our young families, we do encourage you to leave
younger siblings at home with a sitter if possible.

THE BACKSTAGE AREA IS FOR PERFORMERS AND TEACHERS ONLY! AS PER YOUR SIGNED
SHOW CONTRACT, NO PARENTS WILL BE PERMITTED BACKSTAGE BEFORE, AFTER, OR
DURING INTERMISSION AND THE SHOW. THIS IS FOR THE SAFETY OF THE CHILDREN.
